Those that dedicated and risked their lives to come to the aid of others are truly
the best of us. | want to thank them not only as the Vanderburgh County Prosecutor, but as a
citizen of this county. Your willingness to run into danger and use every tool you had to keep
us safe is true heroism. | thank God that you all came out safe.”

The sentiment above continues to grow stronger as | work with our local, county, state and federal law
enforcement. As you may know, Vanderburgh County has an unprecedented amount of criminals using guns
in our community.
